*yardage is given for one side of the duvet cover only. You will need this amount for each side.

Maotions: 1 1/4 yards self-gripping fastener tape or snap tape, or 40" zipper {shorter for bwin);
1 1/2 yards of 1/27 sanll tape.

1. Cut the face fabric into the number of 2 1/2 vard lengths needed. Split one length in half
lengthwise. Sew half to each side of a full length. (if using narrow fabric for a queen or king
size cover, piece the three lengths together.) Repeat this process for the lining fabric. Cut the
seamed sections to the exact length and width needed plus 1/2" seam allowances.

2, Sew the face fabric section to the lining fabric secfion, right sides together, leaving an opening
[about 44") at one end between the hwo inside seams,

3. Coming to within 1" of the opening, trim the seam allowances to 1/4" and finish the edges with
a zigzag stitch.

4. Cut the twill tape into eight equal pieces. Sew four tapes to the inside of the duvet cover, one
in each corner on the seam allowance,

5. Turmn the duvel cover right side out.

6. Sew snap tape or seli-gripping fastener tape to the inside of each side of the opening, covering
the seam allowance or insert a zipper.

7. Sew the remaining four twill tapes to the corners of the duvet.

8. Shp the duvel inside the cover, tying the twill tapes. Shake out to distribute evenly.

Duvet Cover with Welting
Fabric: see the chart for Simple Duvet Cover, adding 1/2 vard contrast fabric for welting
[if making bias}).

Motiens: 1" wide bias tape {if not making bias strips for welting), 9 vards for twin, & 1/2 vards for
full, 10 yards for queen, 11 vards for king; 632" cording in the same amount as the bias
tape; 1 1/4 vards self-gripping fastener tape or snap tape, or 36" to 40" zipper: 1 12 yards
of 1/2" hwill tape.

Same as Step #1 above. [cut and assemble the face and lining pieces)

Cover carding with 1" fabric bias strips or purchased bias tape to make the welting.

Apply welting around all edges o the nght side of the face fabric

Continue as in Simple Duvet Cover, Steps 2 through 8.
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
